The Faculty of Applied Science and Engineering is hiring at least one (1) Teaching Assistants (TA’s) to 
facilitate the Tutorials and Labs for APS191, a first-year core course for engineering undergraduate 
students in the TrackOne program. The course begins January 8, 2024. 
 
A tentative schedule may be viewed at coursefinder.utoronto.ca - type APS191 to see the proposed 
schedule for this course. The TA’s are expected to be available to attend or be familiar with the seminars 
in this course. 
 
APS191 Course Description: This is a seminar series that will preview the core fields in Engineering. Each 
seminar will highlight one of the major areas of Engineering. The format will vary and may include 
application examples, challenges, case studies, career opportunities, etc. The purpose of the seminar 
series is to provide first year students with some understanding of the various program options within 
the Faculty to enable them to make educated choices for second year. This course will be offered on a 
credit/no credit basis. Est. enrolment: 185.  
 
Duties: The successful candidates will facilitate logistics for APS191; grading duties as assigned; 
operating the course website; potentially some guided engineering education research on data. 
 
Skills and Qualifications: Previous experience is the more relevant criterion than the need to acquire 
experience in respect of this posted position. Good understanding of Quercus; strong, demonstrated 
interest in teaching/mentoring. Experience working with TrackOne and/or first-year engineering 
students is considered an asset for this role. 
 
At least one (1) Teaching Assistant position is available for APS191, from January 2, 2024 to April 30th 
2024. The contract will be for 60 hours, at the rate of $47.64 per hour, plus 4% vacation pay.
