The Faculty of Applied Science and Engineering is hiring at least 16 Teaching Assistants (TA’s) to facilitate 
the Tutorials and Labs for APS106, a first‐year core course for engineering undergraduate students. The 
course begins January 5, 2026.

APS106 Course Description: An introduction to computer systems and software. Topics include the 
representation of information, algorithms, programming languages, operating systems and software 
engineering. Emphasis is on the design of algorithms and their implementation in software. Students will 
develop a competency in the Python programming language. Laboratory exercises will explore the 
concepts of both Structure‐based and Object‐Oriented programming using examples drawn from 
mathematics and engineering applications. Est. enrolment: 600; 

 
Duties: The successful candidates will facilitate high‐quality Tutorials and/or Labs for APS106, as well as 
grading duties as assigned. 

 
Skills and Qualifications: Previous experience is the more relevant criterion than the need to acquire 
experience in respect of this posted position. Good understanding of Python3 software language; 
strong, demonstrated interest in teaching/mentoring. Experience working with first‐year students is 
considered an asset. 

At least 16 Teaching Assistant positions are available for APS 106, from January 2026 to April 2026. 
The contract will be for 73.5 hours, Includes 3.5 hours of exam invigilation during the exam 
period(April),at the rate of $53.92 per hour, plus 4% vacation pay.
